Presentation of the Activities Plan (Movement Sciences)

The advisor and the postgraduate student will prepare an ACTIVITIES PLAN to be followed by the student. This plan must be submitted to the Postgraduate Program Office in a maximum of six months from the start of the Masters Program. For doctoral students, the deadline will be considered from the date of enrollment in the program.

In order to have uniformity of presentation, the activities plan must be presented according to the proposed template.

For doctoral students who wish to use course credits taken outside of the Postgraduate Program in Movement Sciences, the student should present the transcripts and the Course Program.

The ACTIVITY PLAN should be presented to the Director of the Institute of Biosciences through a letter from the Advisor and forwarded to the Postgraduate Program Office.
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
